Eligibility 

· C-M Student in good standing with more than 30 laws school credit hours 
· GPA 2.5, +

· Available minimum of 3 hrs/day Tue-Thu weekly] and other times as needed

Assignment

· Work assignments of Fellows shall be of the scope and nature common to entry-level attorneys in the practice of law and must be under the general supervision of a designated clinical professor

· Engagement with [sponsor] as part of a team working under the direction of [sponsor’s] staff and attorneys on neighborhood stabilization, development and land use programs and activities
· Provide research on legal or public policy matters as assigned; provide litigation support when needed; assist in court appearances under attorney supervision
· Prepare documentation, reports, analysis as assigned
· Consultation with CDC staff in meetings and individually

· Fellows may be assigned to work under the direction of attorneys engaged by or for [sponsor]

Award

· A stipend of $2,400 each semester for Fall and Spring semesters, and $2,00 for Summer semesters
· Fellowship terms begin with the Summer semester and extend for three semesters, subject to satisfactory performance of responsibilities by Fellows

· Supervision and guidance by the Urban Development Law Clinic faculty

· Perks and privileges of Clinic membership, participation in clinical seminars and extra-curricular conferences or training, use of the Clinic Office and equipment
· Opportunity for experience in real estate practice and related local government law and programs related to community development and the mortgage crisis
