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Joining Our Publications

Instructions provided by:

Cleveland State Law Review, Journal of Law and Health and

Global Business Law Review

The three publications of Cleveland-Marshall College of Law choose prospective members by two methods: 1) those who “grade-on” based on class rank or 2) those who participate in the annual Summer Writing Competition.  The following is a detailed explanation of each process.  
A. Grading on to a Publication

Please note: Students who “grade-on” to their first choice publication need not participate in the Summer Writing Competition; however, this year we have moved the Summer Writing Competition up, so that grades and ranks will NOT be available yet, therefore if there is any chance that you will not “grade-on” to a journal, you MUST participate in the Summer Writing Competition. 
Cleveland State Law Review extends invitations to all students who at the end of their 1L year achieve a ranking in the Top 10% of their class whether full-time or part-time. 

Global Business Law Review extends invitations to all students who at the end of their 1L year achieve a ranking in the Top 15% of their class whether full-time or part-time. 

Journal of Law and Health extends invitations to all students who at the end of their 1L year achieve a ranking in the Top 15% of their class whether full-time or part-time. 

B.  Annual Summer Writing Competition

The competition begins Monday, June 10, 2013, and ends on Monday, June 24, 2013, at 6:00 P.M.

I. General Information

The 2013 Summer Writing Competition offers students an opportunity to exhibit the writing and citing skills critical to the core competencies of the Cleveland State Law Review, the Journal of Law & Health, and the Global Business Law Review.  The competition allows students to compete for a position by simultaneously submitting to each of the three publications, or a student may choose to submit to only one or two.  

For example, a student who ranks in the 25th percentile of his or her class is advised to submit entries to the Journal, Law Review, and Global Business Law Review for consideration, while a student in the 15th percentile of his or her class will automatically grade on to the Journal and Global Business Law Review, but may still submit an entry for a position on Law Review.  A student in the 10th percentile of his or her class will automatically grade on to Law Review, Global Business Law Review, and the Journal.  Students who receive invitations to join more than one publication may decide which publication they choose to accept. 

II. Eligibility

To be eligible to participate in this competition, students must meet the following requirements:

Cleveland State Law Review: 

· You have completed at least one year of law school and have three or more semesters remaining (excluding summer terms);

· You have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5 after your first year;
· You have not previously been extended an invitation to become an associate on the Law Review; and you have not previously participated in the Summer Writing Competition.

Journal of Law and Health: 

· You have completed at least one year of law school and have three or more semesters remaining (excluding summer terms);
· You have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5 after your first year.
Note: You may participate in the Summer Writing Competition to become a Journal of Law & Health associate even if you have participated in a past Summer Writing Competition or have previously received an invitation to join the Journal, Law Review, or Global Business.

Global Business Law Review:

· You have completed at least one year of law school and have two or more semesters remaining (excluding summer terms);

· You have a cumulative GPA of at least 2.5.

Note: You may participate in the Summer Writing Competition to become a member of GBLR even if you have participated in a past Summer Writing Competition as long as you have not previously accepted an invitation to join a publication.

III. Submission Procedure

Please submit separate entries to the Cleveland State Law Review, the Global Business Law Review, and the Journal of Law & Health if you want all three organizations to consider you for membership.  For your submission to be considered complete, you must submit three (3) copies of your case comment and one (1) copy of your citation quiz to each organization for which you are competing for membership.  That means nine copies of your comment and three copies of your citation quiz need to be submitted in total if you want to be considered for all three publications.  You only need to write one case comment for the competition, but each journal needs its own copies to grade. Please use a separate envelope for each publication for which you are submitting.  Remember to place only your competition number and not your name on the comments and citation quizzes.  Entries must be hand-delivered to Laverne Carter in room LB 118 by Monday, June 24, 2013 at 6:00 P.M.

Only those students who have received prior approval may submit their entries by mail.  In this instance, entries must be postmarked by Monday, June 24, 2013, and be separately addressed to each organization:

IV. Evaluation

Although the Cleveland State Law Review, the Journal of Law & Health, and the Global Business Law Review conducts the Summer Writing Competition jointly, each group will evaluate the Comments and citation quizzes received based solely on its own distinct guidelines.  Acceptance by one organization does not ensure acceptance or rejection by the other.  Each Comment submitted will be reviewed by at least two editors from the organization receiving the entry.  Because originals will not be returned, you should make and keep a copy of the Comment for yourself.  Your Comment will be evaluated by your strength in legal writing and analysis, and show your mastery over textual endnotes and the citation rules. Each journal will send out invitations in July after class ranks are released.

Part I:  The Case Comment

I. Format Requirements

Your Case Comment must conform to the following requirements: 

A. Comments must not display your name.  Instead, use your competition number.  Put the competition number on every page of the Comment.  Comments that display a name instead of a competition number or that compromise anonymity in any other way will be disqualified.

NOTE:  You MUST obtain a competition number from Laverne Carter. You may receive one by emailing her at laverne.carter@law.csuohio.edu or by visiting her at her office LB room 118.  The same competition number will be used for the Journal of Law & Health, the Global Business Law Review, and the Cleveland State Law Review.  

B. Please do not use a cover page or bind your Case Comment.

C. The Comment must consist of 5 to 7 pages of text and 1 to 2 pages of endnotes.  Under no circumstances should it be longer or shorter than this length.  Please remember that less is often more.

D. The text and endnotes must be typed in 12 point, Times New Roman font and be double-spaced.  

E. One-inch margins are required (top, bottom, left and right).  

F. All citations must conform to the Nineteenth Edition of the Bluebook.  

G. All citations should be placed in endnotes (which appear at the end of the article), rather than footnotes (which appear at the end of each page).  Do not place any citations in the text. 

H. No outside research is required or permitted. 
II. Other Requirements

You may NOT collaborate, get assistance from, or give assistance to any other person (including legal writing instructors) regarding your case comment.  The Cleveland-Marshall College of Law Honor Code is in effect.

While the competition is underway, you may NOT ask questions relating to any substantive or stylistic aspects of your submission.  Any questions or concerns regarding the competition rules and procedures should be referred to the following individuals:

III. The Case

On March 26, 2013, the United States Supreme Court decided the following case:

The Supreme Court addressed the following issue as it examined its jurisprudence in evidentiary matters: 

· Whether using a drug-sniffing dog on a home-owner’s porch to investigate the contents of the home is a “search” within the meaning of the Fourth Amendment?
Please address this issue in your case comment.  Your task is to analyze the facts and law and to write a case comment using the resources listed below.  A case comment generally includes the following sections: Introduction, Background of the Law, Statement of the Case (Facts, Procedural History, Court’s Reasoning), Analysis, and Conclusion.  Further materials on the writing of a case comment have been placed on reserve at the Law Library.  These materials can also be found in the textbook entitled Scholarly Writing for Law Students, by Elizabeth Fajans and Mary R. Falk, pages 10-14 and 189-203.

Discuss any of the following opinions in the Analysis of your Comment: 

· The Majority opinion by Justice Scalia
· The Concurring opinion by Justice Kagan
· The Dissenting opinion by Justice Alito 

While it may be helpful to your analysis to compare and contrast opinions, it is up to you how much you would like to address each opinion. 

IV. Reference Material

This competition is closed universe, meaning your Comment may only cite to the following materials: 
· Florida v. Jardines, 133 S. Ct. 1409 (2013)
· Any authority (all cases, treatises, etc.) cited in Florida v. Jardines, 133 S. Ct. 1409 (2013)​

The Jardines decision and the authority cited therein contain all of the information necessary to complete the Comment.  Be sure to Shepardize or Key-cite all sources (Note: the cases listed in these directions may not be in proper Bluebook form).

Part II:  The Citation Quiz
The Citation Quiz

The citation quiz consists of fifteen (15) questions.  Each is in the form of a footnote.  These footnotes may contain one or more mistakes, or may already be correct.  You may assume that volume numbers, page numbers, dates, titles, authors, etc. are providing you the correct substantive information (i.e., you will not be required to locate the sources cited in this quiz), but the information may contain citation or grammatical errors in its presentation.

Every answer must be in Nineteenth Edition, Bluebook form.  Your answers must be typed on a separate sheet of paper, and your competition number must be placed at the top of each page.  You do not need to document what changes you made to the original citation.  Simply typing the correct version of the citation is sufficient.  You should number your answers in the same order that they appear in this quiz.  You are not required to type the footnote numbers in superscript.  It is also important to note that law review typeface is different from that used in court documents and legal memoranda.  The Cleveland State Law Review, the Journal of Law & Health, and the Global Business Law Review use four different typefaces: Ordinary Roman, Italics, LARGE, and Small Capitals.  The examples in the white pages of the Bluebook follow this format.

Note: This citation quiz does not require you to have an absolute knowledge of all citation rules.  No one is expected to have memorized the Bluebook.  The key to success is to know how to use the Bluebook to find the answers you are looking for, using the Bluebook as your primary tool.
You may not collaborate, get assistance from, or give assistance to any other person regarding your citation quiz.  The Cleveland-Marshall College of Law Honor Code is in effect.
